User / Installation Instructions

These instructions should be read carefully and retained for future reference.
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IMPORTANT NOTES

Read all of the instructions carefully before using the appliance.

For indoor use only. This appliance is not suitable for use outside the house and only
suitable for well insulated spaces or occasional use.

If the fire is to be placed in front of an existing chimney opening and there is any risk
of chimney debris falling down onto the fire or drafts from the chimney it is
recommended that the flue or opening is sealed off with non-combustible non-
fibrous insulation materials. Do not place into an existing fireplace that is prone to
dampness. Should it be necessary to cap and seal the chimney to prevent personal
injury, a professional should be hired to do the work

Do not use this appliance in the immediate surroundings of a bath, a shower or a
swimming pool.

Do not use this fire as a free-standing appliance. It must always be fixed to the wall,
fireplace mantel, floor etc.

This fire must not be located immediately below or in front of a socket-outlet.

This appliance must not be supplied through an external switching device, such as a
timer, or connected to the circuit that is regularly switched on and off by utility in
order to avoid a hazard due to the inadvertent resetting of the thermal cut out.

A non-rewirable plug fitted with a 13A fuse is supplied. Should the fuse or plug need
replacing, and you are competent to do so, it must be replaced with a 13A fuse or
plug being 13A BS1363A approved.

If the power cord is damaged, it must be repaired by the manufacturer, its
authorised service centre or professional person.

Do not cover: warning: in order to avoid overheating, do not cover the appliance.

To reduce the risk of fire, keep textiles, curtains, or any other flammable material a
minimum distance of 1 meter from the air outlet.

Keep the power cord away from hot surfaces and hot conditions. Do not route the
power lead in front of the appliance.

Do not use this fire in rooms that have explosive gas in them (for example petrol), or
if you are using solvents, glue, aerosol spray or in flammable paints, as these may
catch fire.

This appliance can be used by children aged from 8 years and above and persons with
reduced physical, sensory or mental capabilities or lack of experience and knowledge
if they have been given supervision or instruction concerning use of the appliance in
a safe way and understand the hazards involved.



Children shall not play with the appliance.
Cleaning and user maintenance shall not be made by children without supervision.

Children of less than 3 years should be kept away unless continuously supervised.

Children aged from 3 years and less than 8 years shall only switch on/off the
appliance provided that it has been placed or installed in its intended normal
operating position and they have been given supervision or instruction concerning
use of the appliance in a safe way and understand the hazards involved. Children
aged from 3 years and less than 8 years shall not plug in, regulate and clean the
appliance or perform user maintenance

Caution: some part of this appliance can become very hot and cause burns. Particular

This appliance must be positioned so that the plug/fused spur is accessible.
In the event of a fault please disconnect the fire from the mains supply.
Warning: This appliance must be earthed.

Keep the power plug accessible after installation.

FIRE INSTALLATION

Dimension

Before You Start
® The appliance Data Plate is located on the rear of the fire.
e Required for installation: 4 off screws and plugs suitable for the wall media (Not supplied).

e The surround / appliance must be positioned so that plug (fused spur) is accessible. Only
when you are certain that you have completed the installation should you plug in and
switch on at the wall socket.

e This fire should not be installed into an open / existing fireplace without the opening
being professionally blanked off to reduce the risk of a back draught, which could cause
the safety cut-out to operate.

e Check that the supply voltage details on your flame effect fire are in accordance with your
electrical supply. Your fire is fitted with a plug incorporating a 13 Amp fuse. In the event
of replacing the fuse in the plug, a 13 Amp fuse approved by ASTA to BS 1362 must be
used. Before switching on, please read the following fire installation instructions.



Fire Installation
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e Ensure that the mains power is isolated to the fire plug / socket point.

e Offer the fire into the opening.

e Mark on the wall the positions of the fixing points on the side flanges of the fire.

® Remove the fire from the opening.

e Drill and plug the wall holes using suitable fixings.

e Connect the fire to the plug / socket.

e Offer the fire back into the opening and using suitable screws fix the fire in position.

e Using the magnets on the fire fit the trim into position.

e Restore power to the plug / socket.



Trim Installation

Flat Trim
e Fix the flat cover to the lower of the fireplace.
e Use four magnets to secure the trim to the fireplace.

Curved Trim
e Fix the curved cover to the lower of the fireplace.
e Lower the cast trim onto the two fixing screws located at the top of the fire.

NOTE: The manual button controls basic functions, not a full range of controls. Use the
remote handset to carry out all functions.

The manual buttons are located on the appliance as showed in the picture.

Press “FLAME” button to select the colour of flame (3 kinds) or return to the “OFF” position.

NOTE: The controls on appliance will lose the memory for all function settings when the
switch is set to the “Off” Position. When the remote runs out of power or when you
change the batteries, only the flame function will lose memory and will not affect the
timer settings, however, the clock may need adjusting.

Adaptive Start Control

come on in time to heat the room to the set temperature at the set time. For
example, if your timer is set to start at 18:00 and temperature is set to 23°C, the fire
will come on at 17:30 to ensure the room is 23°C at 18:00.

Window Open Detection

R29 When the transmitter detects a rapid drop in room temperature,

Safety Thermal Cut-out and Thermal Link:

This appliance is fitted with an Electric Safety Control (E.S.). This is a safety device, which
switches off the fire if, for any reason the appliance overheats. The E.S. Control can only be
re-set after the appliance has cooled down, in order to re-set the E.S. Control, proceed as
follows:

e Switch off the appliance.

e Unplug from the wall socket

® |eave for approximately 15 minutes.

e Plug in switch on appliance and the E.S. Control will re-set.

Ensure that the appliance is functioning correctly. If the E.S. Control switches off again it is
advisable to have the appliance checked by a competent electrician.

CAUTION: In order to avoid a hazard due to inadvertent resetting of the thermal cut out,
this appliance must not be supplied through an external switching device such as a timer, or
connected to a circuit that is regularly switched on and off by the utility.



Maintenance:

WARNING: - Before undertaking any maintenance or cleaning, ensure appliance is
disconnected from mains supply. Only competent persons should service / repair
appliance.

WARNING: There are no internal user serviceable parts, i.e. bulbs, in this product. Under
no circumstance should access be gained to the internal parts other than by a suitably
qualified person.

Please note: - If the supply cord on this appliance is damaged it must be replaced by the
manufacturer, Authorised Service Agent, or a qualified person to avoid hazard.

General Suite Care — not glass

To maintain the appearance of your new suite we recommend that it is dusted using a lint
free cloth. NEVER use any form of abrasives or a DAMP cloth on the surround.

The area around the fire should be kept free of any materials such as lint or house dust (i.e.
animal hair/ carpet fibres) that could be drawn into the internal workings of the appliance
and affect the performance. We recommend that you clean around the fan grille housing at
regular intervals. This can be done using standard vacuum cleaner and suitable attachment.

Glass Care

Periodically it may be necessary to remove the glass screen for cleaning, this is achieved by
first disconnecting the appliance from the mains supply, then remove the bracket from the
bottom of the glass panel whilst supporting the glass from the front. Once the bracket has
been removed the glass screen can be taken out and placed in a clean, soft, safe location for
cleaning. When cleaning the glass panel use a slightly damp cloth. Do not use washing
powders or any other substance containing abrasives since these substances scratch glass.
Refitting is the reversal of this procedure.
